The Quest for Political Stability

When the Yaun Dynasty came to an end in 1368, the Ming and then the Qing rulers went to great lengths to erase all remains of Mongol cultural elements and to restore Chinese tradition.  They built a powerful imperial state, revived and staffed the civil service system with Confucian scholars, and promoted Confucian social precepts.  They produced a deeply conservative government whose goal was to maintain stability in a large, agrarian state.  They were successful for more than half a millennium.
