Chapter 29
Revolutions and National State in the Atlantic World
This chapter is built on one big idea: Revolution.  That concept specifically includes political revolutions in the Americas, France, and Haiti, as well as the nations of Latin America; intellectual revolutions through the emergence of conservatism and liberalism; and social revolutions through changing ideals for the roles of women and the place of slavery in the modern world.  The last section of the chapter deals specifically with the creation of nations and the emergence of nationalism.  

You should be much more concerned with the concepts related to nationalism rather than the details in Germany and Italy.  As you read this chapter keep in mind both the comparisons and contrasts you can make among these revolutions and the continuities and changes which occur in these regions as a result of these revolutions and of developing nationalism.  This is a prime chapter for essay questions on the national exam.

POPULAR SOVEREIGNTY AND POLITICAL UPHEAVAL
The era of revolution in the late eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries had two major global results: to spread Enlightenment ideals concerning freedom, equality and sovereignty, and to fuel the consolidation of nation-states.  Neither of these results occurred without upheaval and violence.  

The ideal of just and equitable society built on a government responsive to the needs and interests of its people was based on the Enlightenment principle that legitimate political authority resides with the people not with a monarch.  To realize this Enlightenment ideal would take time and require violence in both of the Americas and in France.

THE CONSOLIDATION OF NATIONAL STATES IN EUROPE
