The Making of Industrial Society

Industrialization was essential to the modern world and its effects were global.  It is tied to demography, urbanization, imperialism, socialism, communism, and the world wars.  It also had enormous effects on the economic, domestic and social spheres of family life.  The ghastly stories of the abuse of labor in industrialized workplaces remain compelling.  Likewise, the accounts of the abuse of workers on other continents who provided the raw materials are riveting.  Once industrialization moves beyond Europe, the manner in which it is adopted in indicative of future economic and political power.  
PATTERNS OF INDUSTRIALIZATION

Industrialization is the transformation of agrarian and handcraft industries into reorganized and mechanized systems of production.  New technology was the key to producing products by machine rather than hand, and by the end of the nineteenth century factories were the dominant mode of production in Europe, the United States, and Japan.  New divisions of labor and the advent of production lines accelerated production while huge investments in expensive equipment fueled the formation of large businesses.  The corporations banded together to control trade with trusts and cartels.

Among the reformers, the most influential were the socialists who worked to build a more equitable and just society.
