The Americas in the Age of Independence

Some parts of this chapter are only imaginatively addressed on the national exam, but other parts are crucial.  Read the chapter summaries for the United States and Canada elements thoughtfully, but do not sweat the details there.  The AP World History course description is careful to say that the United State is included in “relation to its interaction with other societies.”  Consider how historical patterns in the United States fit with Latin America and other world regions as you read  those sections.  Don’t skip the parts on Canada, but know it is not a single indentified region on the exam.  There are questions on the next exam.  

However, the sections on Latin America in this chapter are extremely important as you could be held accountable in several multiple choice questions, in the comparison essay, or in the change-over-time essay from the sections or this time period.  There are three Latin American subsections in this chapter: (1) political fragmentation, (2) economic dependence and development, and (3) national identity and gender roles.  Major themes, huge region: be sure to read carefully.

AMERICAN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

While the United States and Canada absorbed vast numbers of migrants during the nineteenth century and built powerful, wealthy industrial societies in part by exploiting British investment, the nations of Latin America did not fare so well.  Instead, the fragmented nations of Latin America continued to struggle with vestiges of colonialism, slavery, and economic dependence on plantation-produced cash crops.  Migrants in Latin America worked as contract workers or indentured servants, often in conditions not markedly improved from slavery.  Freed slaves and their descendents continued to exist at the bottom of society’s social and economic hierarchy.
