Chapter 32
Societies at Crossroads
As the modern age progressed, some societies adopted to modernization and dominant European values better than others.  The rise of modern Japan was positively meteoric while their traditional enemies, the Chinese and Russians, floundered around.  Likewise, the Ottomans continued their slide into powerlessness.  If you can remember anything about the two world wars, you will realize that this chapter and the next set the scenes for the winners and losers in those wars.  A useful exercise would be a chart that compares the way the four societies handled political, economic, and social change.  

THE OTTOMAN EMPIRE IN DECLINE

If you recall Chapter 28, the Ottomans suffered military reversals in the nineteenth century so they began to only respond to European challenges rather than direct their interactions with Europeans.  As they lost power to Europe, their provinces began to break away and their own population began to demand reforms.  The diverse nature of the conquered regions contributed to a desire for independence from the Ottomans.

THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE UNDER PRESSURE

Like the Ottomans, the Russians suffered military defeats to western European armies.  It became evident that the Russian military was hopelessly backwards and needed to invest the reforms.  The keystone to reform was the emancipation of the serfs who lived lives similar to slaves in other societies.  Social then paved the way to industrial reforms mentioned in Chapter 30.  However, political reform did not accompany the changes because the tsars refused to yield their autocratic powers.  Political oppression led to radical reform groups as it had in the Ottoman empire, but where the Ottomans continued to limp along the Russians experienced radical revolution in the twentieth century.

THE CHINESE EMPIRE UNDER SIEGE

The Qing Empire had even more problems than the Ottomans and Romanovs.  When European forces defeated the Chinese in a series of wars, the Qing rulers had to agree to treaties that carved their empire into European spheres of influence.    While technically independent, the Qing no longer controlled their economy.  Internal disruptions and rebellions further weakened the central government so that the ruling elites were forced to make reforms that came too little and too late.

THE TRANSFORMATION OF JAPAN

After a fleet of American gunships forced the Tokugawa Shogunate to open its trade ports in 1853, the American and European nations also forced the Japanese into unequal treaties that mirrored the Chinese situation.  However, the Japanese used its problem as an excuse to overthrow the humiliated government and bring the Meiji emperor into power in 1868.  The energetic new ruler instituted the industrial and military changes mentioned in Chapter 30 that brought the Japanese to the forefront of Asian nations.
